of Howrah. It was reported that the reserved 
compartments of the Bengaluru–Howrah 
Express sustained no passenger fatalities or 
injuries. Officials said that ascertaining the 
identification of passengers on the unreserved 
coaches would take time. 

History of Train Accidents
In 1981, The Island express collided with 

a local train near peruman in Kerala and over 
150 people were killed. 

In 1995, Purushottom Express collided 
with Kalindi Express in Firozabad, UP in which 
358 people lost their lives. 

In 1998, Jammu Tawi-Sealdah Express 
collided with three derailed coaches of Frontier 
Golden Temple Mail in Khanna, Punjab, killing 
212 people. 

In 1999, Brahmaputra Mail crashed into 
the stationary Avadh Assam Express at Gaisal 
station, killing over 285 people. 

Precautions to be Taken:-
1. By improving the signalling technology. 
2. Stop using the old railway tracks

3. Maintenance works should be checked 
in every moments. 

My Opinions about this Tragedy:
As it is mentioned in the precautions, they 

could have done these to avoid this tragedy. The 
history of train tragedy also shows that this has 
happened not only in Odisha, it has happened 
all over the country. And it may still have the 
chance of repeating same incidents anywhere in 
India unless proper precautions have been 
taken. Indian government has said that they 
have made a system where train drivers would 
know if there are any distractions in between 
5-kilometre radius. But they also said that it 
still needs some workers on it. Let’s hope there 
won’t be any more tragedies 

Odisha Train Accident 
Major train accident in Odisha. Almost 

275 dead and over 900 injured. It was taken 
place on 2nd June 2023 in Balasore. , Odisha. 
The first biggest train crash was on 2004. 

What Actually Happened?
On 2 June 2023, the Coromandel Express 

was travelling from Shalimar in Howrah, West 
Bengal, to MGR Chennai Central in Chennai, 
Tamil Nadu on the up main line at the Bahanaga 
Bazar railway station. Around the same time, 
the Bengaluru–Howrah Express was travelling 
in the opposite direction from SMVT Bengaluru 
in Bangalore, Karnataka, to Howrah on the 
adjacent down main line. Both trains, not 
scheduled to stop at the railway station and 
having received a green signal indicating it was 
safe to proceed along the main line, were at 
their highest permitted speed of 128 km/h (80 
mph)

At about 19:00 IST (13:30 GMT), the 
Coromandel Express was supposed to continue 
straight on the up main line but was wrongly 
switched to the parallel up loop line at full 
speed, where it collided with a stationary goods 
train laden with iron ore. Because of the high 
impact speed, 21 coaches of the train were 
derailed from the main line. The goods train did 
not derail or move. 

Three of the derailed coaches from the 
Coromandel Express careened into the adjacent 
track and whiplashed the tail end of the 
Bengaluru–Howrah Express crossing the 
station at the same time. Two unreserved 
coaches and the brake van of the Bengaluru–
Howrah Express were derailed. The remainder 
of the train, which included the engine and 20 
coaches, left with its passengers and continued 
to Balasore, where a further damaged coach 
was detached. The remaining 19 coaches then 
continued their journey to the train's destination

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Asin:  Good morning, ma'am. We are from Mageet public school. This is Naina

Naina : This is Riyan

Riyan: This is Asin

Asin: Here we are to take your interview. First of all, we would like to know about your 
childhood. Could you tell us about your childhood? Where you were brought up and born. 

Kapila Venu : I was born to parents who were artists. My father, he is an exponent of Koodiyattam. 
Before that, he had studied Kathakali, and then he did creative dancing under guru Gopinath, who's a 
great choreographer, one of the pioneering creative choreographers in India, in Kerala. Then later he 
met our Ashan, our Amnur Madhava Chakkyar. He gave up everything he had been doing until then, 
and he started learning Koodiyattam. Ever since, he's been involved with Koodiyattam. Also the 
revival of dying performing art forms like glove puppet, Pawa Kathakali, Thol Pawakuth, Kaka Rishi 
Nadakam, and so on. That is his field. He founded this center called Natana Kairali, which works 
towards all of them. My mother is trained in Mohiniyattam, and she's a Mohinayattam dancer, teacher. 
She was interested in doing research in the female performing traditions of Kerala. That was their 
field. I was born to them. I was inclined also towards the arts. I grew up here in Irinjalakuda, half in 
Irinjalakuda, and half in Ooty in Tamil Nadu, because my mother used to teach there in the Lawrence 
School, Love Dale. So I studied there, but we kept coming back and forth. And so I also had this 
environment. And yeah, that is how I grew up. 

Riyan : So I would like to know how you grew interested in Gudiyattam. 

Kapila venu : So my parents, just when I was born and around that time, 
they were very intensely studying Koodiyattam. From when I was really a 
baby, they used to carry me everywhere and take me around. Even from when 
I was six months old or something, they used to take me to class and things like 
that. So I think the exposure actually helped to sensitize me towards the art form. 
And I grew up watching a very great master, guru Ammanur Madhava Chakiyar. He's a 
legendary performer, you can see him there. And that also helped because it's not like I just saw 
anybody doing Koodiyattam, but I saw the master himself and I was very drawn to his presence 
and everything. That's how I think I got interested. And so when I was seven years old, I had 
something called Vidyarambham, where you initiated into the training. But I was not always a 
very consistent and good student. There were many times when I was very lazy, and there were 
many times when I was very interested. So for many years, it was just quite passive. 

Naina : Ma'am, the kids of our generation, like us, most of them do not know what 
Koodiyattam is. Even when I first heard it, I misheard it as Kudamattam. So for our 
understanding, could you explain what Koodiyattam is in simple words?

Kapila venu: So Koodiyattam is a theater tradition, and it is considered to be one 
of the oldest surviving theater traditions of the world. Something very special about 
Indian literature is that there are theorists who believe that the art of play writing was

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introduced through Indian literature, like great playwrights in the Sanskrit language. The art of 
playwriting and the art of theater is very ancient and very rooted in India. In many different parts of 
India, there were many different theater traditions. In Kerala, Kodiyattam developed as a way of 
producing plays written in the Sanskrit language, but using the theater language or the aesthetics, the 
physicality of the region. It's like when we produce Shakespeare in Kerala, it's like that. The Sanskrit 
dramas that were written somewhere in the north, and later in Kerala itself, but we were adapting the 
Sanskrit drama tradition into a very local regional aesthetic. That's how this theater form developed. 
It is both a theater form where Sanskrit plays are performed, but it also has a very strong element of 
storytelling. You know, Chakyar Koothu was performed in your school, right? That is a part of 
Kudiyatam where the actors and actresses, both of Koodiyattam, they both have their own storytelling 
traditions. Chakyar Koothu, the male actor's tradition, and Nanyar Kuttu, which is the female actor's 

storytelling tradition. We have one more storytelling tradition called Pathakam, which is also 
performed by Nambiar, who are the musicians of Koodiyattam. So it's storytelling and theater. 

Asin: Ma'am, Koodiyattam and Kathakali, are they similar in way or different? 
Koodiyattam and Kathakali. 

Kapila Venu : They have similarities. Koodiyattam is the much more older form. So 
it's about almost more than 2000 years old. The tradition has been 
going on. Kathakali is a much younger form, like maybe five 
centuries. Why they are similar is because when Kathakali was 
being developed, it took a lot of inspiration from the existing form, 

Koodiyattam. The makeup, you can see the same kind of green, the 
same makeup patterns. The hand gestures are very similar, the same 
family of hand gestures. But essentially, there are two different 
forms in the sense that Kathakali addresses a different audience 

and it can be performed anywhere outside and it's more secular, it's 
easier to understand. Whereas Koodiyattam was performed more 
inside the temple, it's a little bit more difficult to understand. There are 

a lot of differences, but they are also similar. Kathakali has also 
influenced Koodiyattam later. So they have influenced each other, but 

they are two different forms. 

Riyan: So I've heard that only through rigorous training lasting many years can 
someone aspire to learn the craft of Koodiyattam. So how many years did it actually 
take for you to master this art?

Kapila venu : I think the thing with Kudiyatam is that the repertoire is very 
rich. So even if you work really hard in a lifetime, you can't cover the entire 
repertoire of Koodiyattam. That's one thing. The other thing is the physical and

Because it's to 
condition the body, the mind, and to learn the 
language, to learn the conventions of the theater, 
the structure, and everything, it takes time.

Naina : Maam, could you tell us about 
your role models like your mom or your dad 

Kapila venu: Yeah. My parents are 
definitely my role models. I think from my 
mother, I've learned, I think, resilience and 
dedication. She's a very, very rigorous person 
when it comes to teaching or researching and 
everything.   from my father, inherited his 
aesthetics, his sensitivity. He's the one who's 
told me all the stories about great performers 
and myths and legends about performances and 
so on. My teacher, guru Amenu Rashan, he was 
a great actor, but he was at the same time a very 
humble, a very simple person who lived a very 
simple life. He used to take care of his own 
cow. He used to bathe the cow and feed it. He 
lived a very simple life and he was very 
unaffected by the noise of the world, even after 
he became very famous. His performance or his 
work came from a sense of duty like dharma. 
So he was very unattached to the fruits of his 
work. Not only the fruits, he was unattached to 
the good and the bad. So he just do his thing and 
then live his life. and keep it simple. so thats 
again my big inspiration

Asin: Ma'am are you interested in 
anything else other than Koodiyattam

Kapila venu: Oh i'm interested in many 
many things other that Koodiyattam i personally 
believe that one should not focus on one, i feel 
like when your studying an art form you should 

focus very much on one thing and try to master 
it as much as you can and be dedicated and you 
need to close your self from other things for 
that brief period of few years or whatever but 
after that you actually need to stay in touch with 
other art forms, other artists and not only that 
but with politics and everything that going on 
and i love to read about history and philosophy 
i love to any thing to do with the environment 
and the nature. So I'm very interested in any 
activity like bird watching or tree planting or 
things like that. So if I hadn't chosen it as a 
profession, I think I would have gone into 
something like that, like bird watching or 
something. 

Riyan : So what are  your most favorite 
and your least favorite parts of this art form?

 Kapila venu : I think my most favorite 
part of this art form is that it's a beautiful theater 
language. And the actor's craft is so well 
developed that it gives the scope for very high 
intense presence for the actor on stage. So the 
craft is like the performances are very intense 
and packed and full of passion and vigor. And I 
love that. And in the experience, if performed 
well, Koodiyattam also can give that kind of 
very passionate and deep experience to the 
audience. So that is what I love most. What I 
don't like though, is everything that comes with 
the form. So there are many things that come 
from the past that are great, but also come with 
a lot of baggage, like caste discrimination or 
certain society or gender discrimination, 
especially on stage, the dynamics between the 
male and the female performers. So sometimes 
it's very difficult to make changes within a 
tradition, but having to make those changes and 
trying to combat or let's say like dealing with all 
those things makes it difficult. 

 Naina : Usually in, Koodiyattam, the 
males are the leads. So when you started playing 
the lead roles, do you face any controversy 
doing it?

 Kapila venu  : No. I think now we live in 
a time where the feminist movement is like 
really strong. Not just feminists, like feminism 
is important, but we are also talking about 
gender inclusivity, which we are talking about 
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multiple different types of genders. And so 
people in general, the larger public is very open 
and want more representation of women and 
other genders and equality and everything. But 
there is, of course, always a small group of 
people who are kind of very conservative, who 
do say, who fear conservative, they don't know 
how to adapt or change or they're not open 
enough. So those people do critique. But in 
general, I find the trend is like, people want 
more change and especially younger people 
will refuse to watch an art form that does not 
adapt to their changing value. 

Naina : There was also an issue on the 
social media where you raised an issue about 
casteism. Was there any difference after the 
issue?

Kapila venu : Yeah, to my big surprise, 
that is a statement that affected my life very 
deeply because then that is the day I realized 
that this town area, Irinjalakuda, is in fact a very 
conservative place. And a lot of the local people 
were very angry at me. Especially people from 
aged people and  there were even younger 
people, I think, who don't want who are very 
afraid to see social changes, especially in places 
like temples, which have very like a system that 
has been going on for ages, and they really fear 
that small changes will make everything fall 
apart. So I did face a lot of criticism from the 
local public, and I'm still facing like there are 
still people who don't talk to me because I said 
that it was actually quite disturbing. But I think 
all changes, everybody who makes those 
changes do face that at all times in history. 

 Asin : Koodiyattamis an art form that is 
originated on the basis of Sanskrit drama. So 
what are the ways you use to convey to common 
people like children. 

Kapila Venu : Again, like many other art 
forms like Drupa. hindustani classical art form, 
these are art forms that are very complex, are 
not easily comprehensible for the general 
public. So what we try to do is we try in every 
way that we can to sensitize people. So, for 
example, when we perform, we try to tell the 
audience the story a little bit about the language, 
a little bit about the gestures. And then usually 

what happens is if somebody's really moved or 
interested, they come back to another 
performance so they can understand a bit more. 
So usually in an art form like Kudyatum, you 
need to go through a long process when you get 
acquainted to the art form and really begin to 
enjoy the nuances. So I think as actors or 
practitioners, each of us keep making that effort 
to educate the audience. Sometimes we have to 
treat the audience like nursery children who 
know nothing. So you have to really cultivate a 
compassion for an audience and really bring 
them in. That's also part of our job. So we try to 
do as much as we can. 

Naina ; Do you change the roles that you 
play or like the story? Do you change it so that 
people can understand it?

Kapila venu : Not so that the people can 
understand it, but I definitely do change 
interpretations of characters, for example, so 
that people can relate better. So nowadays, like, 
for example, we always when we look at 
characters, especially female characters, we try 
to portray them with new, stronger voices or 
with very changed women. So that which that is 
important. So that way we make changes in 
interpretation. And we also do new pieces from 
poetry or from different not only from the 
traditional repertoire, but we look at some new 
content, which we do in order for our own 
inspiration and motivation and everything, but 
also because it's also interesting for the audience 
to see something new and something that they 
can probably relate to better. but we try not to 
change the form itself or the technique that we 
try to maintain in the same way.

Once you understand 
the conceptual material and principles behind 
the problem, try to solve the problem 
algebraically. Only after solving algebraically, 
you should plug in numerical values

 Like many technical subjects, physics 
builds on itself, and it can be hard to understand 
upper level physics if you don’t understand the 
basics. When you’re beginning a new unit, 
make sure to put in the effort to understand the 
simple concepts. 

 One of the most important steps you can 
take toward succeeding in a physics class is 
simply attending! Class is a rare time when you 
can have an expert explain the material to you 
so make sure to take advantage of this expertise. 
Typically, classes involve both lecture time and 
recitations, and both are important. In lecture, 
you’ll be able to learn the material and get a 
sense of what’s important to your teacher (and 

what’s likely to be on the exam!), while 
recitation will give you the opportunity to 
practice problems, apply what you learned in 
lecture, and ask questions. 

 Your job begins before arriving to class. 
Make sure that by the time you arrive in lecture 
you have read over previous notes. 

 Going to class doesn’t just mean being 
present. Be an active learner in the class. 
Review your notes within 24 hours after class 
to solidify the information you learned. In 
addition, if your teacher gave you clicker 
questions or solve problems during class, make 
sure that you are truly working through these 
questions so that you know where you stand 
with the content. 

 Practice, practice, practice! Problem 
solving is crucial to your success in physics, 
and the best way to prepare is to practice. The 
more practice problems you complete, the 
better your understanding of the material. As 
you are solving practice problems, do as much 
as you can on your own, then check your work 
with a solution manual to make sure you’re 
approaching the problem in the correct way. 

 Don’t just memorize while you will have 
to memorize some equations and processes. 
Understanding the governing principles behind 
the equations will not only help you know when 
to use each equation, but will also help you 
remember them for long-term retention. Your 
exams most likely won’t have the exact same 
problems as the practice problems, but, they 
will have similar questions. 

 Discuss the material Studying with ➨

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3.Computer vision syndrome (CVS)

Some 
symptoms of CVS include headaches, blurred 
vision, neck pain, fatigue, eyestrain, dry, 
irritated eyes, double vision, polyopia, and 
difficulty refocusing the eyes. These symptoms 
can be further aggravated by improper lighting 
conditions (i.e., bright overhead lighting or 
glare) or air moving past the eyes (e.g., overhead 
vents, direct air from a fan).
